SCP 4.001

Communication Skills
In this course, students will develop reading, writing
and interpersonal skills in preparation for the literacy
demands of tertiary study.

SCP 4.002

Career Preparation and Study Skills
To provide students with the opportunity to develop

study and citizenship skills for successful future study
and work in New Zealand/Aotearoa.
